Austin.

  Samuel S. Ashe, private, age 22, Co B, 8th Texas Cavalry, enlisted 7 Sep 1861 at Houston, left wounded at 

Woodbury 28 Aug 1862, transferred to Gen. Wharton’s Scout Co Apr 1863, promoted to 1st Lt. White’s Battery.   

  Letter from Samuel S. Ashe to His Excellency the President, dated 12 Mar 1864, requests transfer or furlough to 

afford comfort to his “widowed mother and sisters who are within the Federal lines near Memphis.  Three years ago 

at the commencement of this war, they accompanied my oldest brother, who was killed at Shiloh, to Memphis, that 

they might have more direct communication with us during the continuance of the war.”  (CSR) 

  Another letter addressed to Camp Butler asks for info on William S. Ashe, Co B, 8th Texas Cavalry, taken prisoner 

at Shiloh; the response is that that no such person has been found.  (CSR)

in Grant's first assault on the Vicksburg lines, thought to have been killed outright, but a second entry lends 

credibility to possibility that he was mortally wounded and died in the field hospital at Enterprise MS 9/18/1863.

 Theodrick S. Reeves – From Cove, Chambers County, Texas. 

    Lt. T. S. Reeves paroled at Vicksburg 7 July 1863, paroled in Houston 5 July 1865, res. Liberty Co (CSR, 50 pp.)

 J. A. Rhea – Captured at Shiloh; died while a Prisoner of War. Chance, op.cit. 

    James A. Rhea, reported missing at Shiloh.  No record of capture or death under this name. (CSR)

 J. A. Stewart – Wounded at Vicksburg. Chance,op.cit. 

    James A Stewart, Pvt, age 28, 5’8”, dark eyes, dark hair, fair skin, born in Boston, Mass, sailor, detailed to Marine 

Dept under Commodore Leon Smith, paid 1 Jan –30 Jun 1864; taken prisoner at Corinth 5 Oct 1862; slightly 

wounded and paroled at Vicksburg 7 July 1863. (CSR)  
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 J. W. Tompkins – Buried at Cedar Bayou Masonic Cemetery. B. 09/22/1834 d. 09/04/1907. (wife, Rebecca) 

    James W. Tompkins, Detailed on Harriet Lane 25 Jan 1864 to May1864, detailed as marine by order of Gen 

Magruder 25 Jan 1864 to  Pvt, age 30, 5’8”, grey eyes, dark hair, fair skin, born in Monroe, Indiana, sailor, detailed 

to Marine Dept under Commodore Leon Smith, paid 1 Mar –31 Dec 1863; paroled at Vicksburg 7 July 1863; roll 

dated 1 Nov 1864 shows him deserted. (CSR)

enlisted at Baytown 1 Oct 1862, after 4 months treatment in hospital at Quitman, MS, there is no improvement; he is 

unfit for any duty, discharged 24 Nov 1863.  (CSR)
